Due to current enrolment numbers, it is not always viable to run
separate classes for each individual grade. Instead, most classes will
continue to include two grades together. This is hecessary to ensure
the programme remains sustainable while still providing consistent
and high-quality teaching.

Because of the way the syllabus is structured and the amount of
content that needs to be covered, it is essential that students
attend two classes per week. Even in cases where students are
progressing well, this level of contact time is required to properly
prepare them for assessment.

I am hoping to schedule a session for late October or early
November. If everyone is ready we could go for a july session but as
we’'re already in May this is highly unlikely. Additional classes will
be introduced to cover the required material, including during
holiday periods if we can. Attendance at these extra sessions will be
expected.

| also want to emphasise the importance of regular practice outside
of class. After performances or breaks, it is natural for some of the
work to be forgotten, so consistent rehearsal at home is essential
for progress and confidence going into exams.

In a small number of cases, some students are currently in a grade
that may be slightly ahead of their readiness. In these situations,
there is no pressure to rush through levels. It is more important that
students develop the maturity, confidence, and technical
foundation they need before moving forward.
